The B.Sc. Honours degree in Physics with Concentration in Applied Optics and Laser Technology involves courses offered through Brock University and Niagara College of Applied Arts and Technology. The program leads to a 4-year BSc in Physics (honours) from Brock University and a post graduate certificate in Advanced Lasers from Niagara College.

This form is for students currently enrolled in a 4 year, B.Sc. program in Physics and intending to change to this program, and also for those already in the Concentration in Applied Optics and Laser Technology program. 

Admission requirements

Students should apply shortly before the end of year 2. When applying, students must expect to have completed at least 10 Brock University credits before their year at Niagara College, with a minimum 70% overall average. Applicants must have successfully completed the following Brock University courses: 

YEAR ONE: PHYS 1P21 or 1P91, one of PHYS 1P22, 1P23 1P92 or 1P93, APCO 1P93, CHEM 1F92, MATH 1P01 or 1P05 and 1P02 or 1P06 and 1P12, One Humanities context credit or Social Science context credit

YEAR TWO: PHYS 2P20, 2P31, 2P32, 2P50 and 2P51, MATH 2F05 or MATH 2P03 and 2P08, the Humanities or Social Science context credit not taken in year 1, one half elective credit.

The application process

The completed application form must be received in the Physics Department Office (MCB 210, physics@brocku.ca) by March 20 of year 2 of the student’s study at Brock. Students will be informed of admission decisions by the second week of April. Students who are admitted into the program will complete the Advanced Lasers certificate, taking all of their courses at Niagara College during the following academic year. Students who are not admitted into the program will continue their studies at Brock University.

Enrolment in the Collaborative Study in the Physics and Advanced Lasers program is limited, and admission to the program is not guaranteed by attainment of the minimum requirements.
